1. President Call to Order: Adam Newman. Meeting called to order at 7:00 PM.
2. Review of May 2025 CPBC minutes: minutes approved as posted. 
3. Treasurer Report (via email): $14,512.70 current balance. 
4. Social Committee: Kelly Disharoon 
a. November 19th community event planned at Smartmouth Brewery, Virginia Beach. 
5. New Business
· VB PD: Speakers are Charlotte and Tony. The active shooter incident still being investigated. Malicious wounding is still under investigation as well. Cannot interfere with the investigation. There’s no bond for the individual in for malicious wounding as of now. 
· Ongoing concern with homelessness issue; experts are out trying to provide shelter. Whenever seen feel free to call in and report to help get them the services needed. Many will refuse the services anyway.
· There’s a house off hole 15th with a tent allowing homeless to live in. Should call and report to zoning – is allowed for a short period but recommend calling zoning. 
· If someone parks in a public parking place – do they have to move their car ever? At 100 pinewood there is a car parked there and for 16 months a neighbor has been calling and because it is an antique car, it does not require it to be operable. 
· Worth Remick to report on behalf of Jim Kibler to report on traffic calming which traffic works is implementing – currently in step #4 which is four traffic calming tables installed on the long stretch of Pinewood based on data that has been collected since the traffic circle opened. Public Works could come out in the future to evaluate if there’s something to qualify in Bay Colony neighborhood. 75% of neighbors on a street need to agree and whoever has a home with traffic table in front of it needs to agree in order for it to be installed. Cost is absorbed by the city; question about the line item in the city budget. 
· Pathway from neighborhood to Atlantic avenue is estimated at $3M and has to be concrete and 5 feet wide; engineered all the way. Currently not in the CIP for the next five years. The pathway approved by residents was intended as a wandering/natural path. If ADA requires concrete then the residents impacted that agreed to it – had agreed to a naturalized path, not a concrete path. Residents first asked about the path 20 years ago or so and came back with very specific requirements. Every time the city met with residents the requirements changed. Question about the viability of a bike lane? 
· Ebikes are an area of concern for the city and a task force has been developed. Worth is focused on behavior at the oceanfront; homelessness/noise/vulgar t-shirts/police presence/marijuana use and other behavioral issues in the resort area.
· Questions about homeless issue; such as sleeping on benches or putting mattresses under trees to sleep. A bed would likely be addressed by the police but simply sleeping is not enforceable by the police. 
· Question regarding sports barn (?) on Atlantic Pool and Sports Barn. Five restaurants opening in the next week at the surf park and the surf park is bringing in a lot of visitors from across the country which is great for the city. Apartments and retail yet to be leased. The Dome is also doing well; recent sold out shows. Will take 10-12 years to break even from what the city has spent. A lot longer than we were thinking initially. All comes from TIP financing. Sports Center opened during COVID, changed management companies recently with attendance and revenue are up. RFP has been issued for another sports action center. Explanation from Worth on how TIP fund works and the taxes charged to fund the TIP and offset costs. 
· Introduction of slate of those running for the Board. Votes reflect:

· Steve Swain has stepped down as Stewardship Committee Chair. Will be replaced by Dawn Hrelic. 
6. Old Business
a. Playground  - Christen Faatz. 
· Adam Newman reports we will have another meeting later this year and will vote on the playground. The playground has been funded by the city – typically building one playground per year. We received $75K in 2024 and awarded an additional $25K by Worth Remick in 2025. 
· Two swings and four slides tucked under the cherry trees where car entrance is. ADA sidewalk will lead to mulched/timbered in area, new trash receptacles, new bike rack and new trees installed. Updates are on the website you can scan a QR code. Neighbors can pledge donations by filling out the form and emailing; have over $12K in pledges right now. Once the playground is shovel ready which is very close the donations will be requested. The city has issued public notice that this is out as a potential project. 
· Next steps after public notice period? 
· Concern about tourists coming to the neighborhood to use the playground. 
· If the neighborhood decides this is not what we want is the budget available for beautification or other projects. Worth says yes. 
· What would the vote be for? The park and potentially alternate design/alternate use of funds. 
· Homeless problem – will this compound this? 
· Dee Oliver reports she previously served on the planning commission and that this playground is relatively small compared to other playgrounds. 
· We are currently in the public comment period – not sure when it closes. Citizens can comment by contacting the City via email at fun@vbgov.com 
7. Security report: Sue Lichacz – 
· Can set NextDoor notification to only receive neighborhood notifications. Malicious wounding report. From a car that hit a bike rider who was injured and also tried to hit a walker. 
· eBikes constantly going through stop signs and not paying attention. 
· Reminder about debit cards; do not use them as a credit card. 
· Have police cars – two cars and police officers in uniform, need to be careful on Halloween. 
8. Need to address flooding and what we need to do about the issue in our neighborhood. Thousands of homes at risk and emergency services access. 
9. Have worked so hard to keep our neighborhood how it is and if we want to make a change to lots and development, it needs to be raised to the membership. To make a difference, it takes 50 or 100 people showing up to make your voice heard.
